The beginning and end dates of the 
Upon your arrival you should come to our 

enrolment period will be announced in the 

Exchange  Office/Vicedean  for  International 

Relations, situated on the ground floor of the 

Faculty, where we will provide you with the 

forms that need to be filled out for enrolment. 

Before the enrolment period all international 

students will be given one or two weeks to 

attend courses, decide which ones they will 

take, and add them to their Learning 

Agreements. 

You will have to hand in your Learning 

Agreement at the Secretary Office of the 

Faculty together with the rest of enrolment 

forms. After enrolment, the Learning 

Agreement will be signed and sent to 

your Home Institution. 

About the Learning Agreement
